How to Update Account Information

Address Changes

Name Changes

To change your name, please complete an Amended Application.  The amended application is available at http://www.hsabank.com/forms/amended_application.pdf. It will allow you to change your name, reorder materials under your new name, update beneficiary information, and add an Authorized Signer.  

Designation of Beneficiaries

To designate a beneficiary or change current beneficiaries, please complete the Designation of Beneficiary form, available at http://www.hsabank.com/forms/ designate_beneficiary.pdf.  The form allows you to indicate if the beneficiary is an initial, replacement, or additional designation.  

Authorized Signer Designation

If you did not designate an Authorized Signer at account opening, you will need to complete the Authorized Signer form, which can be accessed at http://www.hsabank.com/ forms/authorized_signer.pdf.  If you would like to remove an existing Authorized Signer, complete the Revoke Authorized Signer form, which can be accessed at http://www.hsabank.com / forms/authorized_signer_revoke.pdf
